Dear PPA Member,

It'sanissue many photographers face: you're putting together your yeady marketing
campaign and find a greatimage you want to use, but you don't have a model release.
"No problem," you think to yourself. "They are a good dient. Il just call and see if the
image is okay to use."

Unfortunately, their approval may not be enough. If you fail to have written documenta-
tion or follow the laws in your state, it can cost you civil penalties and even misde-
meanor ciiminal sanctions.

You may think this would never happen to you, but many PPA members believe that
getting verbal permission from a dient to use their image is enough. Thisis not neces-
sarily true, and you could find yourself on the receiving end of a letter from the client's
attorney based on this technicality.

Many states allow verbal model releases, but there are several statesthat have laws
requiring witten documentation. Even ifyou live in a state that permits a verbal model
release, PPA strongly recommends that you still obtain a signed release to keep on file.
This gives you a better chance of defending yourself against allegations of wrongdoing.

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The 12 Elements for Success in Print Competition

The Photographic Exhibition

Committee has established 12 elements

of a merit-quality photograph.

These

elements are endorsed by the Interna-

tional Print Competition Judges.

Listed

here are those elements in the order of
importance along with a brief explanation
of each.

1.

On Certification

IMPACT -This is the first reaction
when a print is observed. It is the
most important of the 12 el ements.
Does the print grab the attention of
the viewer? Does it make the
viewer want to look at it further?
Does the title complement the im-
age?

CREATIVITY - How novel is the
image? The most creative images
are unique. Use imagination in
creating images and share ideas
with others.

STYLE - This is what separates
one’s images from others. It is
possible to borrow elements from
another’s style to develop one’s
own. Examples of well-known
styles, in a broad sense include
realist, impressionistic, scenic,
documentary, glamour, and renais-
sance.

COMPOSITION - This is how an
image is framed and its elements
arranged (often a matter of how
well rules are followed or broken).
Create rhythm in images through

SOUTHVIEW

repetition and symmetry. Use the
rule of thirds to place subjects and
lines to create design or interest.
Do not allow horizon lines to cut
through subjects’ heads and watch
out for objects “growing” out of
subject heads.

PRESENTATION - Another ele-
ment of style, it includes cropping,
mounting and underlays. Dare to
be different but exclude that which
does not enhance the image. Use a
color from the main subject as the
border to help direct viewer atten-
tion. Do not use borders which are
too bold - 1/16” to 1/8” inch is a
good rule of thumb. Refer to the
print competition rules for thick-
ness or mounts and print sizes.

COLOR BALANCE - This is the
use of harmony in an image such
as light against dark or strong
against weak. Do the colors ofthe
subject harmonize with the back-
ground? Does the background de-
emphasize or compete with the
subject?

CENTER OF INTEREST - The
use of design and leading lines
draw the viewer’s eye directly to
the subject. Design should hold
the viewer’s attention, leaving
them free to explore the entire im-
age, but always returning to the
center of interest - the fewer dis-
tractions the better.

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LIGHTING - The correct quantity
of light conveys the mood of the
image. There must be direction of
light or the image will appear flat
and lifeless. Proper illumination of
the five views of the human fact is
essential to a great image.

SUBJECT MATTER - A correct
and clear interpretation of the sub-
ject should be conveyed to the
viewer - that is - the subject should
correlate to its surroundings.

PRINT QUALITY - Color nega-
tives should be of proper density
for prints to hold detail in both
highlight and shadow areas. Cam-
era angle, lighting, contrast and
color also will affect overall print
quality. Avoid matte sprays and
any other spray which lessens the
brilliance of the photographic
print. High gloss prints score the
best.

TECHNIQUE - Similar to style
this is the foundation of photogra-
phy - art principles are necessary
and should be studied.

STATEMENT - Every image
should tell a story - a story easy to
read. A print title can make or
break this story.

By producing a print which

incorporates a majority of the 12 ele-
ments, a merit print can be created.
